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S U M M A R Y  O F  T E N T A T I V E  R E C O M M E N D A T I O N  

Some statutes call for publication of a legally required notice (such as a notice of 
a foreclosure sale) in a newspaper that is circulated within a particular judicial 
district. The purpose of such a requirement is to target notice to the local 
community. This recommendation proposes modifications to clarify the location 
of these districts. 

Originally, judicial districts were established for the business and elections of 
the courts of limited jurisdiction. However, the Legislature later made use of these 
districts in notice publication statutes as a means of targeting such notices locally.  

Over time, courts consolidated and the corresponding judicial districts became 
larger. In 1967, the Legislature enacted Government Code Section 71042.5 to, 
upon consolidation, retain the former judicial districts for notice publication 
purposes. In the absence of this provision, notice publication would have been less 
localized as judicial districts consolidated and became larger. 

The trend of court consolidation culminated with trial court unification, in which 
the remaining trial courts unified into a countywide superior court. Trial court 
unification eliminated the trial courts of limited jurisdiction and thus eliminated 
the function of their judicial districts in court administration and elections. 

When the courts unified, the Law Revision Commission recommended 
continuing to use the former judicial districts for notice publication. The 
Commission viewed that as a temporary solution. Accordingly, the Legislature 
directed the Commission to revisit the matter when appropriate. 

Enough time has now elapsed for courts, newspapers, and others to gain 
experience with the functioning of the notice publication statutes post-unification. 
The Commission thus studied the situation to assess the need for change. It found 
that the existing requirements are cumbersome and confusing. In particular, 
accessing relevant district descriptions and boundary information is quite difficult. 

This tentative recommendation addresses that problem. Consistent with the 
scope of the Commission’s authority, the proposed legislation would revise the 
statutes to ensure that they continue to operate effectively, while preserving 
existing expectations and legislative policy choices. 

Specifically, the revisions contained in this recommendation would: 
(1) Redesignate the districts used for publishing legal notice as “public notice 

districts.”  
(2) Codify simplified “public notice district” descriptions, which are based on 

the areas comprising the former judicial districts. 
(3) Authorize a newspaper certified to publish notice in a particular judicial 

district to publish notice in the successor public notice district. 

This tentative recommendation was prepared pursuant to Government Code 
Section 70219. 
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T R I A L  C O U R T  U N I F I C A T I O N :  
P U B L I C A T I O N  O F  L E G A L  N O T I C E  

In 1997, given the significant statutory changes required to accommodate trial 1 
court unification, the Legislature requested that the Commission make 2 
recommendations “pertaining to statutory changes that may be necessitated by 3 
court unification.”1 The Commission did so through its 1998 recommendation on 4 
Trial Court Unification: Revision of Codes.2  5 

When the Commission prepared that recommendation, it addressed the many 6 
references to a “judicial district” in the codes.3 Generally, the Commission 7 
concluded that a statutory reference to a “judicial district” should be treated as a 8 
reference to the county after the courts unified. However, this rule was subject to 9 
exceptions. One exception related to the use of judicial districts to define the 10 
boundaries for publishing a legally required notice, such as a notice of a 11 
foreclosure sale or a sale of stored property.4 The Commission recommended, and 12 
the Legislature enacted, a provision that continued the status quo, retaining former 13 
judicial district boundaries for that purpose.5 However, the Commission 14 
recognized that this provision would need to be revisited and identified the matter 15 
as appropriate for future study.6 The Legislature assigned that issue to the 16 
Commission, along with several other projects identified in the Commission’s 17 
recommendation.7  18 

Since then, the Commission has completed work on all of the other projects.8 19 
This recommendation addresses the final, outstanding issue identified for future 20

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work by the Commission in its 1998 recommendation: “[p]ublication of legal 1 
notice in a county with a unified superior court.”9 2 

The Commission has conducted extensive research on that matter and solicited 3 
input from key stakeholders. From that work, it is clear that the statutes requiring 4 
publication of notice in judicial districts are posing practical challenges. In 5 
particular, it has become quite difficult for affected persons to ascertain the 6 
relevant district boundaries. 7 

The proposed legislation contained in this recommendation is intended to 8 
address those challenges. Specifically, the proposal is intended to ensure that the 9 
notice publication requirements are clear and the districts used for notice 10 
publication are easily determinable, without disrupting the current legislative 11 
policy requiring publication of notice locally. The proposed legislation would also 12 
preserve existing rights of a newspaper of general circulation that is eligible to 13 
publish notice in a judicial district. The proposal would thus conform to existing 14 
expectations and legislative policy choices, while making the law more workable 15 
and readily understandable. 16 

Scope of the Commission’s Study 17 
In studying this issue, the Commission was mindful of the narrow scope of its 18 

original task, addressing statutory changes necessitated by trial court unification. 19 
Throughout its work on that topic, the Commission took great care to preserve 20 
existing statutory rights and procedures, while making the statutes workable in a 21 
unified court system.10 22 

The Commission took a similarly restrained approach in studying the issue of 23 
judicial district notice publication, purposefully avoiding broader questions of 24 
policy related to legal notice. Specifically, the Commission did not address 25 
questions regarding the best medium for providing notice, the appropriate timing 26 
of notice, the required content for notice, or the remedies for inadequate notice. 27 

The Commission recognizes that legal notice policy questions have been the 28 
subject of legislative attention in recent years.11 In this study, the Commission 29 
takes no position on those policy questions. 30 

 Rather, the Commission focused solely on determining what, if any, changes to 31 
the existing requirements for notice publication in a judicial district are necessary 32 
to ensure that the statutes continue to achieve the publication of the relevant 33 
notices locally, with minimal disruption of existing rights and expectations. 34

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Background on Judicial Districts 1 
Historically, California had several different kinds of trial courts with limited 2 

jurisdiction, as well as countywide superior courts with unlimited jurisdiction. In 3 
the 1950s, in an effort to standardize the trial court system, California voters 4 
approved a constitutional amendment reducing the types of limited jurisdiction 5 
trial courts to just two: justice courts and municipal courts.12  6 

Counties often had multiple municipal and/or justice courts. In such cases, the 7 
county was divided up into multiple judicial districts, each of which corresponded 8 
with a municipal or justice court. In general, a county’s Board of Supervisors was 9 
responsible for establishing and adjusting the boundaries of the judicial districts.13 10 

Initially, the counties created 400 judicial districts statewide.14 By the late 1960s, 11 
there were roughly 325 judicial districts statewide.15 Over time, there was a clear 12 
trend of consolidating courts and reducing the number of judicial districts. The 13 
trend of court consolidation continued with the statewide elimination of the justice 14 
courts,16 and culminated with trial court unification in the late 1990s. By that time, 15 
the number of judicial districts had decreased to just over 100.17  16 

In 1998, the voters approved a measure authorizing, under specified conditions 17 
unification of the remaining trial courts in each county to form a single, 18 
countywide superior court.18 By early 2001, the trial courts in every county had 19 
unified.19 Upon the vote to unify, the trial courts in a county combined their 20 
operations in a unified, countywide superior court.20  21

Tentative Recommendation • June 2015

Trial court unification eliminated all of the trial courts of limited jurisdiction and 1 
thus eliminated the function of their judicial districts in court administration and 2 
elections. Upon unification, the former judicial districts had “little relevance for 3 
most purposes.”21 Notice publication is a notable exception to that rule. 4 

Use of Judicial Districts for Notice Publication 5 
Several California statutes have relied and continue to rely on judicial districts 6 

as defining the location for the publication of legal notice.22 These include, for 7 
example, the statute governing notice of a home foreclosure sale made under a 8 
power of sale,23 and the statute governing notice of a sale of stored goods 9 
conducted by a self-storage facility when a customer fails to pay rent.24 10 

In 1967, the Legislature enacted Government Code Section 71042.5, presumably 11 
in response to the trend of court consolidation.25 This section sought to preserve 12 
the judicial districts for purposes of notice publication. It provided that upon 13 
consolidation of two or more judicial districts, the prior component districts would 14 
remain separate judicial districts for the purpose of notice publication.26 15 

This rule applied prospectively, to future consolidations of judicial districts.27 If 16 
it had not been enacted, such consolidations could have resulted in notice being 17 
provided less locally, because the territory of the resulting, consolidated judicial 18

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district would have encompassed the territories of all of the prior component 1 
judicial districts. 2 

When the concept of trial court unification was gaining momentum, the 3 
Legislature tasked the Law Revision Commission with revising California’s laws 4 
to accommodate that reform. As part of that effort, the Commission recommended, 5 
and the Legislature enacted, an amendment to Government Code Section 71042.5 6 
to continue the status quo. The amendment preserved the former judicial districts 7 
for notice publication purposes after the courts in a county unified, not just when 8 
districts were consolidated. 28 9 

The Commission recognized, however, that retaining the former judicial districts 10 
to serve as the location for the publication of legal notice “may be unsatisfactory 11 
in the long-term ….”29 The Legislature assigned the issue of “[p]ublication of legal 12 
notice in a county with a unified superior court” for future work by the 13 
Commission, as the Commission itself proposed.30 14 

The Commission’s Current Study 15 
Over a decade has passed since all counties in California unified their trial 16 

courts.31 Sufficient time has thus elapsed for newspapers, courts, and other 17 
affected persons to gain experience with notice publication in the post-unification 18 
environment. 19 

Accordingly, the Commission commenced a study reexamining the statutes that 20 
rely on former judicial districts to define boundaries for publishing legally 21 
required notices. More specifically, the Commission has been assessing whether 22 
those statutes need any revisions to accomplish their underlying objectives. 23 

Function of Judicial District References in Notice Publication Statutes 24 
As an initial matter, the Commission considered the function of the references to 25 

judicial districts in the notice publication statutes prior to trial court unification.  26 
At that time, judicial districts provided a set of geographical boundaries that 27 

circumscribed areas for the publication of legal notice. Based on the constitutional 28 
requirements for judicial districts, the geographical area of a judicial district 29

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necessarily was contained within a single county.32 In general, each city was fully 1 
contained within a single judicial district.33 2 

Thus, the requirements for the publication of legal notice within a judicial 3 
district offered a means to target a notice to a less-than-countywide, local 4 
population. In proposing this tentative recommendation, the Commission sought to 5 
respect that legislative preference for targeting the publication of notice to a local 6 
community. 7 

Challenges Posed by Notice Publication Requirements 8 
Based on the information the Commission has obtained thus far, the statutes 9 

requiring the publication of notice in judicial districts appear to be posing practical 10 
challenges. Those practical challenges are discussed below. 11 

Confusing Terminology 12 
The term “judicial district” is itself a potential source of confusion, particularly 13 

after trial court unification. In the absence of judicial districts actively maintained 14 
for municipal or justice court purposes, a person required to publish notice in a 15 
judicial district must first determine what the judicial district reference means. 16 
Currently, it is not apparent that a reference to a “judicial district” in a statute 17 
requiring publication of legal notice is meant to refer to a former judicial district, 18 
as per Government Code Section 71042.5. Consequently, it may be difficult for a 19 
person to correctly publish legal notice in accordance with the statutory 20 
requirements. 21 

For instance, a person required to publish notice in a judicial district could easily 22 
overlook Government Code Section 71042.5, which preserves the former judicial 23 
districts for purposes of publication. Such a person could mistakenly conclude 24 
that, under Code of Civil Procedure Section 38, the reference to “judicial district” 25 
means “the county.”34 Thus, in this situation, a person might erroneously publish 26 
notice in a county newspaper, as opposed to a newspaper in the former judicial 27 
district.  28 

Given the possibility of confusion regarding the term “judicial district,” a 29 
statutory requirement that legal notice be published in a judicial district may not 30 
give sufficient guidance to persons who must comply with this obligation. 31

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Difficulty of Ascertaining Notice Boundaries 1 
Under Government Code Section 71042.5, a “judicial district” reference in a 2 

statute governing publication of legal notice means either (1) a judicial district that 3 
existed prior to pre-unification consolidation of two or more judicial districts, or 4 
(2) a judicial district that existed prior to trial court unification. Because trial court 5 
unification was completed in early 2001, the relevant judicial district boundaries 6 
have been frozen for at least thirteen years. If the judicial districts were 7 
consolidated prior to unification, the relevant boundaries may be much older.  8 

For notice publication to comport with Section 71042.5, the historic district 9 
boundaries must be retained and made available to the public. The Legislature 10 
enacted a companion provision, Government Code Section 71042.6, that appears 11 
tailored to address this issue. Section 71042.6 requires each county recorder to 12 
maintain a map showing the boundaries of former judicial districts “[f]or the 13 
purpose of establishing boundaries under Section 71042.5.” Unfortunately, such 14 
maps do not appear to be readily available to the public at this point. 15 

In preparing this tentative recommendation, the Commission received 16 
stakeholder input suggesting that determining the relevant boundaries for judicial 17 
district notice publication poses practical difficulties.35 For instance, one 18 
stakeholder sought judicial district maps from several counties and found that 19 
those maps were often difficult to access. In at least one case, no map was 20 
available.36 In addition, when a map was available, it was generally difficult to 21 
read, impeding the ability to ascertain the exact boundaries.37 22 

The Commission directed its staff to seek maps from a sample of county 23 
recorders. The Commission staff similarly found that the maps were difficult to 24 
access and, when available, did not appear to include all of the relevant districts.38 25 

These practical difficulties in ascertaining judicial district boundaries place a 26 
significant burden on parties required to publish notice in a judicial district.  27 

Potentially Serious Consequences of Publishing Notice in the Wrong Location 28 
If notice is mistakenly published in the wrong location, the underlying action 29 

could be challenged by an interested party. Resolving a challenge to the adequacy 30 
of notice could require litigation and considerable public and private expense.  31 

Changes Tentatively Recommended by the Commission 32 
In light of the difficulties in ascertaining the boundaries used for notice 33 

publication and the potentially serious consequences of an error, the Commission 34

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tentatively recommends a number of statutory revisions. Generally, the 1 
Commission recommends preserving the status quo for notice publication 2 
requirements, but making changes to ensure that the requirements are clear and 3 
understandable. The proposed approach is described in further detail below. 4 

While the proposed legislation may appear lengthy, the structure of the 5 
legislation is designed to allow the public to quickly and easily determine the 6 
appropriate district in which to publish a notice. This would be a significant 7 
improvement over the current system, in which the public does not have ready 8 
access to the district information. 9 

Redesignate the Districts Used for Notice Publication as “Public Notice Districts” 10 
Since Government Code Section 71042.5 took effect, the set of judicial districts 11 

used for notice publication became increasingly dissociated from the set of judicial 12 
districts used for court administration and business as courts consolidated.  13 

Using the same term – “judicial district” – in the codes to refer to both the 14 
districts preserved by operation of Government Code Section 71042.5 and the 15 
districts formerly used for court administration and business is confusing.  16 

Therefore, the Commission recommends redesignating the districts used for 17 
notice publication as “public notice districts.” 18 

Codify Simplified Descriptions of the Public Notice Districts  19 
The Commission’s work revealed that the boundaries of the former judicial 20 

districts are difficult to determine. Often, information about the boundaries is not 21 
readily accessible and can be unclear or otherwise hard to understand. 22 

In order to improve accessibility and usability of the boundary information, the 23 
Commission recommends codifying the district descriptions. This would make it 24 
possible to cross-refer to the district descriptions in the code sections that require 25 
notice publication in a judicial district. Codification of the district descriptions 26 
would thus facilitate public access to those descriptions. 27 

Many of the historic district descriptions are lengthy and rely on descriptors that 28 
are not readily known or available.39 To address this problem, the Commission 29 
recommends describing the districts in a simplified manner, by referring to the 30 
population centers (cities and census designated places40) in each district. 31

For Los Angeles County, the situation was more complicated. To alleviate potential confusion, it was 
necessary to use some neighborhood names and islands in describing the districts, as well as cities and 
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Under this approach, each public notice district is based on a former judicial 1 
district.41 Each public notice district description consists of one or more population 2 
centers, depending on the composition of the relevant historical judicial district.42 3 
For the most part, the historical judicial district names would continue to apply to 4 
the successor public notice districts.43 5 

Not every location in the state would be included in a public notice district. 6 
Thus, a notice requirement might sometimes be triggered for a location outside 7 
such a district (such as when a home in a rural area is subject to a foreclosure 8 
sale). The proposed legislation would establish a rule44 to cover these situations: 9 

• If the location in question is within a specified number of miles from a 10 
district, the notice must be published in the nearest district. 11 

• If the location in question is beyond the specified mileage range, notice shall 12 
be given as if the location is in a district without a newspaper of general 13 
circulation. 45 14 

Using population centers as district descriptors allows the districts to be 15 
described concisely, in a manner that will be easily understood by the public. It 16 
will largely achieve the same result as the existing lengthy, complicated, and 17 
difficult-to-access descriptions. 18 

Safe Harbor 19 
Although the Commission crafted the public notice district descriptions so as to 20 

provide clear direction and minimize confusion, the Commission recognized that 21 
the possibility of a reasonable, good faith mistake still remains. Therefore, the 22 
proposed legislation includes a safe harbor provision.46 This provision provides 23 
that if a person makes a reasonable, good faith error in determining the proper 24

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district for publication of a notice, the error shall not be grounds for invalidating 1 
the notice. 2 

Grandfather Clause to Preserve Existing Rights of Newspapers 3 
One aspect of preserving the status quo is avoiding disruption of the existing 4 

rights of newspapers. 5 
In order to publish a legally required notice in a judicial district, a newspaper 6 

must have a judicial decree establishing it as a newspaper of general circulation in 7 
the relevant district.47 8 

Rather than requiring each newspaper to seek a new court decree to continue 9 
publishing notices in the proposed public notice district that succeeds the 10 
newspaper’s current judicial district, the Commission recommends preserving a 11 
newspaper’s existing rights by expressly “grandfathering” them into the new 12 
framework. Thus, an existing judicial decree for a newspaper in a former judicial 13 
district would be treated as a “decree establishing the newspaper as a newspaper of 14 
general circulation in the successor public notice district.”48 15 

Request for Comment 16 
The Commission seeks public comment on all of the proposed statutory changes 17 

included in this tentative recommendation. Input from knowledgeable persons is 18 
critical in the Commission’s study process, and may cause the Commission to 19 
substantially revise its proposal. Comments supporting the proposed approach are 20 
just as important as comments suggesting changes to that approach or expressing 21 
other views. The Commission would especially appreciate comments on any issue 22 
it has flagged for attention through the use of a Note in the proposed legislation. 23

(d) Wines or brandies in the wineries, distilleries, or wine cellars of the makers 34 
or owners of the wines or brandies, or other persons having possession, care, and 35 
control of the wines or brandies, and the pipes, casks, and tanks in which the wines 36 
or brandies are contained, if the transfers are made in writing and executed and 37 
acknowledged, and if the transfers are recorded in the book of official records in 38 
the office of the county recorder of the county in which the wines, brandies, pipes, 39 
casks, and tanks are situated. 40 

(e) A transfer or assignment made for the benefit of creditors generally or by any 41 
assignee acting under an assignment for the benefit of creditors generally. 42 
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(f) Property exempt from enforcement of a money judgment. 1 
(g) Standing timber. 2 
(h) Subject to the limitations in Section 3440.3, a transfer of personal property if 3

and shall give a legal description of the real property and its street address or other 14 
common designation, if any. If the real property has no street address or other 15 
common designation, the notice of sale shall include a statement that directions to 16 
its location may be obtained from the levying officer upon oral or written request 17 
or, in the discretion of the levying officer, the notice of sale may contain directions 18 
to its location. Directions are sufficient if information as to the location of the real 19 
property is given by reference to the direction and approximate distance from the 20 
nearest crossroads, frontage road, or access road. If an accurate legal description 21 
of the real property is given, the validity of the notice and sale is not affected by 22 
the fact that the street address or other common designation, or directions to its 23 
location, are erroneous or omitted. 24

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the time service is attempted, the levying officer is not required to make any 1 
further attempts to serve an occupant. 2

(h) Not earlier than 30 days after the date of levy, the judgment creditor shall 18 
determine the names of all persons having liens on the real property on the date of 19 
levy that are of record in the office of the county recorder and shall instruct the 20 
levying officer to mail notice of sale to each such person lienholder at the address 21 
used by the county recorder for the return of the instrument creating the person’s 22 
lien after recording. The levying officer shall mail notice to each such person 23 
lienholder, at the address given in the instructions, not less than 20 days before the 24 
date of sale. 25

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(2) State the name and business address of the seller together with any other 1 
business name and address listed by the seller (subdivision (a) of Section 6104) 2 
and the name and business address of the buyer. 3 

(3) State the location and general description of the assets. 4 
(4) State the place and the anticipated date of the bulk sale. 5 
(5) State whether or not the bulk sale is subject to Section 6106.2 and, if so 6 

subject, the matters required by subdivision (f) of Section 6106.2. 7 
(b) At least 12 business days before the date of the bulk sale, the a notice that is 8 

governed by this section shall be: 9 
(1) Recorded in the office of the county recorder in the county or counties in this 10 

state in which the tangible assets are located and, if different, in the county in 11 
which the seller is located (paragraph (2) of subdivision (a) of Section 6103). 12 

(2) Published at least once in a newspaper of general circulation published in the 13 
judicial public notice district in this state in which the tangible assets are located 14 
and in the judicial public notice district, if different, in which the seller is located 15 
(paragraph (2) of subdivision (a) of Section 6103), if in either case there is one, 16 
and if there is none, then in a newspaper of general circulation in the county in 17 
which the judicial public notice district is located. If the tangible assets are located 18 
in more than one public notice district in this state, the publication shall be in a 19 
newspaper of general circulation published in the public notice district in this state 20 
in which a greater portion of the tangible assets are located, on the date the notice 21 
is published, than in any other public notice district in this state and, if different, in 22 
the public notice district in which the seller is located (paragraph (2) of 23 
subdivision (a) of Section 6103). 24 

(3) Delivered or sent by registered or certified mail to the county tax collector in 25 
the county or counties in this state in which the tangible assets are located. If 26 
delivered during the period from January 1 to May 7, inclusive, the notice shall be 27 
accompanied by a completed business property statement with respect to property 28 
involved in the bulk sale pursuant to Section 441 of the Revenue and Taxation 29 
Code. 30 

If the tangible assets are located in more than one judicial district in this state, 31 
the publication required in paragraph (2) shall be in a newspaper of general 32 
circulation published in the judicial district in this state in which a greater portion 33 
of the tangible assets are located, on the date the notice is published, than in any 34 
other judicial district in this state and, if different, in the judicial district in which 35 
the seller is located (paragraph (2) of subdivision (a) of Section 6103). As used in 36 
this subdivision, “business day” means any day other than a Saturday, Sunday, or 37 
day observed as a holiday by the state government. 38 

(c) For the purposes of this section, publication of notice in a public notice 39 
district is governed by Chapter 1.1 (commencing with Section 6080) of Division 7 40 
of Title 1 of the Government Code. 41

“newspaper of general circulation” if it meets all of the following criteria: 11 
(a) (1) It is a newspaper published for the dissemination of local or telegraphic 12 

news and intelligence of a general character, which has a bona fide subscription 13 
list of paying subscribers and has been established and published at regular 14 
intervals of not less than weekly in the city, district, or judicial public notice 15 
district for which it is seeking adjudication for at least three years preceding the 16 
date of adjudication. 17 

(b) (2) It has a substantial distribution to paid subscribers in the city, district, or 18 
judicial public notice district in which it is seeking adjudication. 19 

(c) (3) It has maintained a minimum coverage of local or telegraphic news and 20 
intelligence of a general character of not less than 25 percent of its total inches 21 
during each year of the three-year period. 22 

(d) (4) It has only one principal office of publication and that office is in the 23 
city, district, or judicial public notice district for which it is seeking adjudication. 24 

(b) For the purposes of Section 6020, a newspaper meeting the criteria of this 25 
section which desires to have its standing as a newspaper of general circulation 26 
ascertained and established, may, by its publisher, manager, editor, or attorney, 27 
file a verified petition in the superior court of the county in which it is established 28 
and published. 29 

(c) As used in this section: 30 
(1) “Established” means in existence under a specified name during the whole of 31 

the three-year period, except that a modification of name in accordance with 32 
Section 6024, where the modification of name does not substantially change the 33 
identity of the newspaper, shall not affect the status of the newspaper for the 34 
purposes of this definition. 35 

(2) “Published” means issued from the place where the newspaper is sold to or 36 
circulated among the people and its subscribers during the whole of the three-year 37 
period. 38 

(3) “Public notice district” means a public notice district described in Chapter 39 
1.1 (commencing with Section 6080). 40

Government Code, (e) (5) tax districts, areas included in map books, or tax code 4 
areas, or (f) (6) by any annexation or annexations of same, or any combination of 5 
same, or any combination of those districts, annexations, areas included in map 6 
books, and code areas, within the county as they shall determine most likely to 7 
afford adequate notice to owners of the property.

publication set forth in this section. If there is no newspaper of general circulation 31 
published in the county seat or in the judicial district, then publication may be 32 
made by posting notice in three public places in the county seat or in the judicial 33 
district, as the case may be, where no such newspaper is published.
