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Statutes Made Obsolete by Trial Court Restructuring: Part 5 

Request for Public Comment 

The Law Revision Commission seeks public comment on a tentative 
recommendation proposing revision of a number of statutes to reflect trial court 
restructuring. The tentative recommendation addresses the following areas: 

• Municipal court marshals (Penal Code § 13510). 
• Municipal court bank accounts (Gov’t Code § 53679).  
• Interest on deposits of bail (Gov’t Code § 53647.5). 
• Compensation under Evidence Code Section 731. 
• Employment, assignment, and compensation of interpreters and 

translators (Gov’t Code §§ 26806, 68092, 69894.5). 
The tentative recommendation also includes a few technical revisions, which 

relate to the Commission’s work on trial court restructuring (Code Civ. Proc. 
§§ 1085, 1103; Gov’t Code § 71601).  

The Commission is continuing its work on trial court restructuring and plans 
to address other subjects in future recommendations.
